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THE BURDEN OF THE COVID-19
PANDEMIC ON PARENTS OF CHILDREN

Abstract

Lifestyle changes due to the COVID-19
pandemic can be very stressful for parents
and pose a potential risk for reducing their
abilities in fulfilling a parental role. This is
even more likely when there are additional

challenges, such as increased demands for
child care or mental and physical health
problems in parents. The aim of this research
was to determine whether the COVID-19
pandemic had different effects on mental
health and daily worries of parents of
typically developing children and parents
of children with visual impairment. The
COVID-19 and Mental Health Measurement
(Latkin & Dayton, 2020) was used in the
research. This questionnaire was developed
to provide an insight into the changes caused
by the pandemic within a population. The
study included 60 parents (30 parents of
typically developing children and 30 parents
of children with visual impairment up to
three years of age). The results showed that
negative feelings were present in a larger
number of parents of children with visual
impairment and that parents of typically
developing children had pandemic-related
concerns.
