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THE SELF-ESTEEM OF SECONDARY SCHOOL
STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES
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SUMMARY

The study was aimed to determine the level of self-esteem of students
with disabilities (mild intellectual disability and hearing impairment).
The sample included 77 subjects of both gender, from 16 to 19 years of
age. The Rosenberg self-esteem scale was used for determine the level of
global self-esteem and it contains 10 short, simple statement with which
examinee has to show level of compliance (strongly agree to strongly
disagree). The total score ranges from 0-30, and the results of the general
self-esteem scale were divided into three groups, low, normal (moderate)
and high self-esteem. The results suggest that secondary school students
with MID have lower self-esteem in relation to the deaf and hard of
hearing peers and peers of typical population, which we somewhat
expected. However, surprising results which show that deaf and hard of
hearing secondary school students have moderate and high self-esteem
like peers of typical population (p <0.000).
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
