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DISABILITY AND POVERTY

ABSTRACT

Different research studies indicated that families of children with disabili-
ties experienced significantly greater material hardship than did other families.
Poverty is not a direct cause in the etiology of disability, but it constitutes a
set of serious risk factors such as: poor prenatal care, prematurity, low birth
weight, poor nutrition in pregnancy and infancy, vulnerability to environmen-
tal risk factors etc. On the other hand, disability itself has negative influence
on socio-economic status of the family, due to additional financial burdens
connected with increased therapy costs, specialized day care and adapting the
home environment. In addition, single-mother families who take care for a
child with any kind of disability are at increase risk for experiencing poverty.
It was found that poverty had negative influence on quality of life in families
of children with disabilities.
