SUMMARY

Self-handicapping is defined as any behaviour or set of behaviours that
encourages external attributions for failure and internal attributions for
success and protects the individual from the adverse effects of failure. When
a handicap preexists, and provides a persuasive explanation for failure,
then the selection or creation of a self-generated self-handicap would be
gratuitous. However, self-handicapping is commonly used by deaf people
as coping strategies in situations where there is possibility of failure. A wide
variety of behaviors and dispositions have been suggested as examples of
self-handicapping, including procrastination. It may be deaf child’s way of
avoiding situations that create uncomfortable feelings or fears of failure.
Procrastination can become a limiting pattern of behavior that is difficult
to alter once learned.
