Summary

Social inclusion is an important instance for people with developmental difficulties,
their families, special education teachers, society and, finally, the state.

In this paper, social
inclusion is observed as an interaction between two modes: interpersonal relations and
community participation. This paper describes components of these two modalities of
social inclusion. Within each modality important categories that include structural and
functional components related to social inclusion will be defined.
