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SPECIFICS OF SOCIAL INCLUSION OF DEAF AND HARD OF HEARING STUDENTS

Summary

The term inclusion refers to a process of providing support to individuals with
disabilities to participate in activities in community-based settings where individuals
withoutdisabilities typically engage in those same activities. Social inclusion is one of the
types and forms of inclusion that is perceived as helping students with special needs to
establish friendships and join in the community - it involve an essentially social process
within which those within a school learn how to live with differences. Children who are
deaf or hard of hearing are at risk for social competence problems and difficulty in peer
skills and relationships; they have limited ability to express and understand spoken
language, which makes interaction with typical peers difficult. Unfortunately, inclusion
does not automatically lead to more social contacts and friendships with typical peers.
Research has shown that, in mainstream schools, deaf children often are excluded from
social interactions with hearing students by virtue of communication barriers and the
fact that they are different from their hearing peers.
