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Summary

The implementation of inclusive education in the 21st century has occupied a significant
part of the field of Special Education as well as regular education. Inclusion as a mean of
educatingchildrenwithdisabilitieshasraised manyimportantquestionsintherelatively
new field of the science of Special Education. Some of those important questions are
how to adequately prepare the child and the environment for that transition, what the
consequences of that action are, what individual education plans (IEP) are and how to
write them and many more questions. Recently one question was raised: how to include
students with cognitive disabilities in the IEP process. Their for the main objective of
this paper is to answer that question by reviewing relevant international literature that
focuses on the role of the student and special educator in student led IEP’s as well as to
providing a brief overview of useful strategies for preparing a student to lead their [EP
meeting. The reviewed literature suggest that involving students in their IEP meetings
has a positive effect on the way students see themselves, on their self-advocacy skills,
self-evaluation skills and self instruction skills.
