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Abstract

In this study, we examined the relationship
between burnout at work (via the Maslach
Burnout Inventory - MBI-GS) and stress
(via the Parental Stress Scale - PSS) in 100
parents (50 mothers and 50 fathers) of
children involved in speech-language therapy.
Respondents showed a moderate degree
on the subscales Emotional Exhaustion
and Cynicism, while the scale of Personal
Efficiency showed a low degree of burnout to
the values of the normative sample. The only
significance was observed for the dimension
of Emotional exhaustion with the marital
status of the respondents, while other
differences were not statistically significant.
The results on the Parental Stress Scale
indicated that, on average, our respondents
experience moderate-intensity stress. No
significant association was observed between
burnout at work and parental stress.
